1. To keep the Misting Fan clean, use a damp cloth to wipe the surface of the housing.
2. To clean the misting nozzles, disassemble the nozzles (See pictures below) and soak the parts

with soapy water or mild (or alkaline) detergent for several hours. Do not use vinegar or other
acidic detergent. When finished, dry the surfaces completely and reassemble the parts.

3. When not in use, screw off the misting nozzles, unplug and store the Misting Fan and nozzles
in a dry indoor place out of reach of children. The nozzles must be dried completely before
stored.

4. Always disconnect the Misting Fan from its power source before maintenance or cleaning.
Replace the fuse:

1. Grasp plug and remove from the receptacle or other outlet device. Do not unplug by pulling on cord.
2. Slide open the fuse cover on top of attachment plug towards blades.
3. Remove the fuse carefully.
4. Risk of fire. Replace fuse only with 5A,125 Volt fuse.
